Safety approval process for users coming to PNC CAT





Orientation process





The first step is to get registered online, the online registration form is available at http://www.aps.anl.gov/xfd/WWW/xfd/communicator/useroffice/homepage.html


where the APS registration process is explained in detail. Once you have registered online you’ll receive materials to read for the orientation process. In the case that you didn’t have the chance to go through above process and you need to come to APS first without a valid ANL gate pass, you may need to contact any member of the CAT staff on site to arrange a temporary pass for you (gate pass not needed during working hours for U.S. citizens). Once the arrangement is made, you will be able to get the pass at the Visitor’s Registration Center (North Gate) on your arrival.


 


The following process leads you to become a APS user, i.e. to be able to work on the experimental floor. The whole process could take up to half a day, so it is better to schedule it ahead so it can be finished on site before your beamtime starts. Briefly this process includes:





APS User Orientation given by APS User’s Office personnel:


 	Introduction to APS;


 	PSS (Personal Safety System) training;


 	GERT (General Employee Radiation Training) including passing a test (GERT from other facilities ok, so bring your card!);


2) Sector specific orientation by CAT Safety Coordinator (~½ hour) at Sector 20;


3) Get your photo-ID (CARDKEY) made at Building 302 (police station, open weekdays 8:30-3:00). This would be your long term ANL pass and you’ll need this CARDKEY to access APS buildings.


If the you need to use the Building 435 machine shop an orientation from the CAT Shop Coordinator (or alternate) is required. Currently for students to become a authorized operator his/her advisor should provide a note in writing to the CAT shop coordinator stating that the student has sufficient training to handle the machinery in the shop. 





Experimental Safety Approval





For each experiment to be performed at APS, the principal investigator needs to submit to the CAT Safety Coordinator an Experimental Safety Approval Form which lists the experiment title, samples to be used and safety precaution measures planned if hazardous samples or instruments requiring safety training will be involved. A Standard form can be obtained from the web (http://www.aps.anl.gov/xfd/WWW/xfd/communicator/useroffice/Flist.html) or from the safety coordinator (Detong Jiang, phone 630 252 0581, fax 630 252 0580, jiang@pnc.aps.anl.gov). The approved form must be posted on the beamline bulletin board by APS Floor Coordinator before the experiment. For the time being APS recommends receiving this form 8 weeks before the experiment. 





Please note that for using some equipment (e.g. Class 3 or 4 lasers) at APS additional training from ANL safety personnel is required by ANL and the specific experimental setup may need to be reviewed and approved by ANL. This needs some scheduling beforehand. Please contact the CAT safety coordinator as early as possible if you need to bring some equipment to APS and you are uncertain about the safety concerns that may arise.
